All dramas and mixed genres are accepted (drama, comedy, crime thriller, sci-fi, sci-fi/horror...)
· Applicants may apply with a project in Irish or English (please note the pitching must be through English)

· Applicants may apply as an individual or in a team. Teams may be made up of the writer (s), producer(s) and/or director(s). Applicants must be at least 18 years old. Students in full time education are not eligible to apply. All team members must be available to attend the Fís TV Summit on Thursday 23rd January 2020 in Galway. Applications are limited to 2 per applicant. 
· The duration of the pitch will be 10 minutes. A limited amount of visual aids (project promo/teaser, power point, imagery etc.) may be used but should not dominate the presentation. Any visuals must be available three days in advance of Summit (Monday 20th January 2020).
